6 Servers running applications classified as noncritical and low risk
can be migrated in one batch.
7 Address higher risk applications that may require additional attention.
8 Perform periodic sanity checks.

9 Check applications after migration.
10 Repeat until your entire footprint has been migrated and accepted.
